
You may noticed or not, but there is a sign in front of our church where a little 
girl is drinking a glass of water, and it says “Another water system by Martin Wa-
ter Conditioning.” Because of the generosity of Len and Merry Martin, Betsy Ol-
sen and the memorial fund from Della Freeman, our church now has safe drink-
ing water in our fellowship kitchen. We as a church would like to thank those of 
you who generously contributed to make this happen. Meanwhile I was explain-
ing how this water conditioning works, I realized that they use salt for condition-
ing the water. So I came home and I “goggled.” It means that I used Google web 
searcher to find out the use of salt in water conditioning. What I found was that 
salt can be used to soften the hardness of water. Basically, Salt is used to re-
place the hard minerals, calcium, and magnesium ions with another ion, either 
sodium or potassium depending on whether you have filled the salt bucket with 
sodium salt or potassium salt.  

When I was reading, immediately, it came to my mind one of the famous verse 
in the Bible. “You are the salt of the earth. But if the salt loses its saltiness, how 
can it be made salty again? It is no longer good for anything, except to be 
thrown out and trampled by men.” (Matthew 5:13)  

We are living in a world where people’s hearts are becoming more and more 
hardened. More and more we become aggressive and less caring people. 

On the way to Jennersville Hospital, I saw a gentleman on the road with his gro-
cery shopping bags and waiting probably for someone to stop and take him 
home.

“It is illegal to hitchhiker” When I came home after the hospital visita-
tion, I couldn’t stop thinking of him who were standing in a heated summer day 
on the road. I was so ashamed myself. I could stop and help him and go to visit 
my parishioner later. I did confess to God to forgive me for not helping my 
neighbor who was in need.  Jesus said to us clearly that we are the salt of the 
earth. We are here in this world as salt to soften people’s heart and to make this 
world more loving and caring society. Like the salt in our church water condition-
ing system that soften the hard water, I pray that we can also do our job as 
Christian to soften our hardened society making more lovable and caring place 
where we can see love of Jesus Christ. Still today, Jesus says to us

 AS MANY IN THE CONGREGATION ARE AWARE, THIS YEAR MARKS 
THE SEVENTY-FIFTH ANNIVERSARY OF THE FIRST BIBLE SCHOOL AT OUR 
CHURCH, HELD JUNE 11-25 1935.  THE CHIEF ORGANIZER OF THIS EVENT 
WAS REV. HOWARD REEVES.  FIVE FEET, THREE INCHES OF PERPETUAL 
MOTION, THE YOUTHFUL REV. REEVES HAD COME TO COCHRANVILLE A 
YEAR EARLIER.  DURING THE ENSUING YEAR, HE HAD STIRRED A TIRED 
CONGREGATION, WORN DOWN BY THE HARD TIMES OF THE GREAT DE-
PRESSION, INTO A WHIRLWIND OF ACTIVITY.  BY THE SUMMER OF 1935, A 
TEAM OF WORKERS, AMNY OF THEM YOUTHFUL, WERE WILLING TO TAKE 
A RISK; TO OFFER TO THE COMMUNITY, WITHOUT BEING SURE OF THE RE-
SULT, TWO WEEKS OF BIBLE SCHOOL FOR COCHRANVILLES’S CHILDREN 
AND YOUTH. 

 BY ALL ACCOUNTS, THE EFFORT WAS A GREAT SUCCESS. BOTH  

PUPILS AND TEACHERS RESPONDED WITH ENTHUSIASM. THINGS WENT 
SO WELL THAT IT WAS AGREED TO HAVE ANOTHER SESSION THE NEXT 
SUMMER, AND A TRADITION WAS BORN.  AS IS THE CASE TODAY, BIBLE 
SCHOOLS  OF THE 1930’S AND ‘40’S WERE HELD IN THE EVENING.  FROM 
THE FIFTIES INTO THE SEVENTIES, SESSIONS WERE HELD IN THE MORN-
INGS, BUT CHANGING TIMES, ESPECIALLY WORK PATTERNS AND OTHER 
DEMANDS ON FAMILY LIFE, LED THE MORE RECENT SCHEDULE OF  

EVENING SESSIONS HELD FOR ONE WEEK. 

 ALTHOUGH TIMES CONTINUE TO CHANGE, SOME THINGS DO NOT. 

COCHRANVILLE’S CHILDREN STILL NEED TO LEARN GOD’S WORD IN BIBLE 
SCHOOL AND ALL YEAR ROUND.  THE ECONOMIC AND SOCIAL TRIALS WE 
FACE TODAY ARE THE MOST SEVERE SINCE THE GREAT DEPRESSION’ 
BUT LIKE THE GENERATION THAT RALLIED AROUND HOWARD REEVES TO 
DO GOD’S WORK HERE, WE MUST TAKE TO HEART ISAIAH’S WORDS: “BUT 
THEY THAT WAIT UPON THE LORD SHALL RENEW THEIR STRENGTH; THEY 
SHALL MOUNT UP WITH WINGS AS EAGLES; THEY SHALL RUN, AND NOT BE 
WEARY; AND THEY SHALL WALK, AND NOT FAINT.”
